Minutes: October 15, 2005, Meeting of EAA Squadron 110

The meeting was called to order by John Feemster at 2:00 pm at the Wings Of History Clubhouse. 16 people were in attendance.

Treasurer:  Our treasury has almost $300 currently. 

We are facing a potential increase in cost. Until now, we have been using the Wings of History Clubhouse for free, or almost free, by giving them $100/ year ($50 ‘membership’ + $50 donation). Now WOH is asking that we pay rent of $300/ year, which would then translate to $350, including $50 for membership.

It appears that we have 3 choices:

1 Raise dues.

2 Increase membership.

3 Meet somewhere else.

4 Sell bonds to China.*
We have until January, ’06, to decide. Give this issue your consideration for further discussion in November.

John Feemster took the written exam for Sport Pilot this past week. He says the test is virtually the same as the Private Pilot written, with heavy emphasis on airspace, airports, and getting in and out of both.
John also reported that Blade Doyle’s Weedhopper caught a gust while Blade was taxiing at Marina airport. The airplane suffered a damaged prop, nosewheel and wingtip. 

South County Airport (E16):  (Formerly Q99). The new hangars are costing the county almost $6,000,000. They should be finished by December 15, 2005, according to Carl Honnaker. The conclusion from this seems to be that the hangars will be available by about the first of next year, and they will be expensive. Among our membership are listings on the waiting list for four of them, including one in the name of Chapter 110.
EAA Sport Pilot Aircraft Inspection Course:  Next weekend there will be a course given over Saturday and Sunday, 8 hours per day, qualifying one to inspect his own aircraft. The cost is $279. A benefit is that if you are building your own airplane, you will be able to fly it off in 5 hours instead of 40 hours.
