The new hangars at South Co. Airport are still in construction. They will likely not be completed before September or October.

Some of our members are engaged with the Airport Commissioner (Carl Honaker) and SCAPA (South County Airport Pilots Association) in a dialog to open the airport’s acceptance of ultralight and light sport aircraft operation. The rules exist; what is needed is concurrence and then publishing. The Vice President of SCAPA, Paul Marshall, joined us in our meeting. Mr. Marshall invited us to attend the SCAPA meetings, and to speak up at the next one. SCAPA meets on the second Tuesday of each month.
Rusty Wells was assigned as our Official Representative to Oshkosh next month. His pursuit will be to encourage education and publishing of information that will support coexistence of our low-and-slow aircraft with faster G.A. aircraft.

John Feemster gave a brief safety seminar – presenting some of the questions from the FAA test for the Sport Pilot rating.

On a final note, we are all invited to join-in and bring a friend, to the next annual Poker Run and Chapter Picnic, sometime in July, 2006.

The meeting was adjourned at 3:00 pm.
